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To prepare the saints for battle, let’s review some items before proceeding.

 Your current mode of prayer MAY NOT be engaging the enemy in combat

 Incorrect views of prayer constitute “Belief Systems”

 Engage your mind to understand warfare concepts (know enemy’s devices) 

Romans 12:2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by 
the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and 

acceptable, and perfect, will of God.

2 Cor 2:10-11 To whom ye forgive any thing, I forgive also: for if I forgave any 

thing, to whom I forgave it, for your sakes forgave I it in the person of Christ; 
11 Lest Satan should get an advantage of us: for we are not ignorant of his 
devices.

 Your prayer vocabulary will be developed based on scriptural weapons of 

warfare

 NOTE: You MUST repent of all sin, and unforgiveness (Matt 6:14-15) 

according to 1 John 1:9 before starting any warfare!
Matt 6:14-15 For if ye forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will 

also forgive you. But if ye forgive not men their trespasses, neither will your 

Father forgive your trespasses.

1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, 

and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.
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What is ”P.I.N.W. – Prayer is not Warfare” all about and what does it mean to

the believers in the body of Christ?

 Warfare Prayer is the ultimate weapon by which ALL believers are to exert

their God-given Authority when under attack

 Luke 10:19. Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents and
scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any

means hurt you

 Every believer should recognize the crucial need for prayer, but more

specifically for Warfare prayer

 Ephesians 6:11 Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to
stand against the wiles of the devil

 2 Corinthians 2:11 Lest Satan should get an advantage of us: for we are

not ignorant of his devices

 Hosea 4:6 My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge

 Believers need to know the difference between prayer and Warfare prayer
and how to operate in it !!!
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Believers use conventional prayer, devotional prayer and prayers of

petitioning that believers communicate to God.

P.I.N.W. is the direct communications believers utilize to exert their God-
given authority with power, to subdue the power from the forces of the

kingdom of darkness.

Mark 1:25 And Jesus rebuked him, saying, Hold thy peace, and come out of him.

 Peace (G5392 phimoo) to muzzle

NOTE: Conventional Prayer, i.e. petitioning God, works side by side with

Warfare Prayer. But with Warfare Prayer, you directly communicate with the

forces of darkness and you Command their works and effects to be
destroyed.

 You will use both types of prayer interchangeably
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Concerning people’s WILL.

 God created each of us with our own will

 Coming against  someone’s will is a physical and spiritual violation

 Witchcraft, occultism, and all other practices purposely violate a person’s 

will, these are known to us as curses!

 P.Y.S.E. & Prayer Is Not Warfare training Do Not come against, or violate 

any person’s will 

 Exerting your authority works against the demonic spiritual forces that can 

come against you with attacks
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Based on what we’ve just learned, lets use this P.I.N.W. example to pray for 

someone who has a spirit of infirmity. This person has been getting sick to 

her stomach and the doctors cannot find any sickness to treat.

OPEN PRAYER: Lord Jesus I thank you that you bore the stripes on your 

back for our sickness and diseases according to 1 Peter 2:24 and Isaiah 53:5 

and this applies to Jane.

WARFARE PRAYER: I NOW SPEAK IN POWER TO THE SPIRIT OF INFIRMITY 
(Call it out by name) I REMIT JANE’S SIN ACCORDING TO John 20:23 THAT 

GAVE LEGAL RIGHT TO THE ENEMY, SO SHE IS NOW FORGIVEN. I CURSE 

THE SPIRIT OF INFIRMITY (Call it out by name) TO DIE AT THE ROOTS, AND I 

COMMAND IT TO LEAVE JANE NOW, IN THE NAME OF JESUS!

CLOSING PRAYER: Lord Jesus I thank you that I have authority over THIS 

SPIRIT OF INFIRMITY and over ALL the power of the enemy according to Luke 

10:19. Amen
