 We’ll review the Soul Ties between families, friends, marriage, and sexual 

encounters
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When it comes to your family, there are so many ways Soul Ties are developed.  In 

today’s society, most families are dysfunctional in expressing love, care, and 

emotions. Control, rage, and intense anger, rule many households, and 

offensiveness is immeasurable.

Prov 18:19  A brother offended is harder to be won than a strong city: and their 

contentions are like the bars of a castle. 

Examples of negative Soul Ties that can be developed within a family:

 A controlling spouse can cause ungodly ties with all members

 Another member may constantly display and act out with anger

 Molestation or incest within family members creates traumas

 Unknown and unresolvable confrontations with siblings

 Children departing from the family to attend collage or get married 

 Parents should sever ties with children upon their departure, Gen 2:24

 A child that is emotionally dependent on a parent, should have the Soul Ties 

severed between them

When it comes to marriage, the union between man and woman is clearly defined 

in scripture, and is approved by God’s expression for love.  

Gen 2:24 and Eph 5:31 clearly states that a man leave his father and mother, and 

shall be joined unto his wife, and they two shall be one flesh.

When a marriage turns sour, negative Soul Ties are developed.

 Infidelity creates ungodly ties with spouse and children

 Divorce causes pain, sorrow, and trauma to all members

 Arguments, disagreements, verbal abuse, physical abuse, create unholy soul ties

 Siblings verbally or physically fighting each other

 Secrets among family members causes the spirit of silence to operate and keeps 

everyone bound

 Evil acts among members such as lying, stealing, or sexual acts, etc. 
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God is firm and serious about sexual immorality. In today’s society, promiscuity is 

pursued without any moral boundaries or much less the consequences. Let’s see 

what scripture says about immorality. Let’s review 1 Cor 6:15, 16, and 18.

v15 Know ye not that your bodies are the members of Christ? Shall I then take the 

members of Christ, and make them the members of an harlot? God forbid. 

v16  What? know ye not that he which is joined to an harlot is one body? For two, 

saith he, shall be one flesh. 

v18  Flee fornication. Every sin that a man doeth is without the body; but he that 

committeth fornication sinneth against his own body.

Fornication opens the doors for evil spirits to have legal rights to access a person’s 

body because he sins against his own body!

Sever ties with all sexually related activities in your life.

 All past relationships with sexual encounters including petting and oral sex

 Include rape, molestation, fondling, orgies, sexual rituals, etc.

 All acts of perversion with children, adults, animals, or objects, etc.

1 Cor 6:9  Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God? 

Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor adulterers, of themselves with mankind.
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Concerning relationships with friends, it is imperative for believers to exert wisdom 

when choosing others as their close circle of influence. Select carefully whom you 

are associating yourself with. Soul Ties are developed with friends who operate in 

the world, do fleshly deeds, and are rebellious in nature.

Prov 22:24-25  

v24 Make no friendship with an angry man; and with a furious man thou shalt not 

go.

v25  Lest thou learn his ways, and get a snare to thy soul.

Snare (H1470 mowqesh) a noose as to catch animals, a hook in the nose, trap

Let’s look at some examples of friendships that can have negative effects:

 Identify your current friends and critique their lifestyles

 Stay away from drunkards, promiscuous women, vulgarity, etc.

 Don’t hangout in bars, clubs, concerts, worldly events, etc.

 Be aware of those in the workplace that gossip, lie, and cheat, etc.

The list is endless but it’s your responsibility to separate yourself.
